MANUSCRIPT SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS- 
  
 Submission of a manuscript implies that: 


(1) The work described has not been published before.
(2) Is not under consideration for publication anywhere else.

MODE OF SUBMISSION

Authors should submit their manuscripts online. All correspondence, including notification of the Editor's decision and requests for revision, takes place by e-mail. Electronic submission substantially reduces the editorial processing and reviewing times, and shortens overall publication times.


LANGUAGE

The language of Law Society Journal  is ‘English’, and all documents must be written in English Language, using correct diction, syntax, and grammar. Any manuscript that does not meet a level of English proficiency consistent with English-language journals will be rejected.



MANUSCRIPT FORMAT AND PREPARATION

· The word limit for the article is 3000-4000 words (exclusive of footnotes or any other references). 

· Authorities must be cited throughout the Article using the OSCOLA (Oxford Standard for Citation of Legal Authorities ) citation method
·  Articles published in The Law Society Journal are expected to meet scholarly expectations in both formatting and content. 

ACCEPTANCE OF MANUSCRIPT


Acceptance of material is based on broad interest and significance. In our continuing efforts to publish only the most high-quality materials, and with a mind to maximizing the speed and efficiency of our review process, it is the editorial policy of Law Society Journal to require that submitted manuscripts meet certain guidelines before they can proceed to peer review. Among the criteria used to judge a submission are the following: 


1. Does the manuscript adhere to the journal's editorial guidelines submission)?  

2. Does the manuscript clearly demonstrate its relevance to the journal's scope   

     and readership? 

3. Does the manuscript appear to provide a high quality and reasoned argument? 

4. Does the manuscript appear to provide an accurate and adequate list of   

    references to the literature in its domain? 

5. Is the manuscript written in reasonably good English Language so that the       

    content is readily accessible to reviewers? 

NOTE-
Manuscripts that satisfy the above criteria will be reviewed by a panel in a double-blind review process. The Editor-in –Chief’s decision is final.

PEER -REVIEW PROCESS.

i. Peer review is the system used to assess the quality of a manuscript before it is published.

ii. Manuscripts submitted to the Journal are acknowledged by the members of journal team upon submission.

iii. Manuscripts are subject to double-blind, peer-review process. 
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Double-blind review, means that both the reviewer and author identities are concealed from the reviewers, and vice versa, throughout the review process. To facilitate this, editorial team ensures that the manuscripts sent for review are sent/ prepared in a way that does not give away authors identity.

iv. 
[image: image2]Submitted manuscripts will generally be reviewed by two to three experts who will be asked to evaluate whether the manuscript is legally sound and coherent? Whether it duplicates already published work? and whether or not the manuscript is sufficiently clear for publication? 

v. The Editors will reach a decision based on these reports and, where necessary, they will consult with members of the Editorial Board.
vi. Papers that are judged to be unnecessarily lengthy, poorly written, and theoretically under-developed or based on poor judgments’ will be rejected by the editors and not sent out for publication.
