Eligibility: 

   

The eligibility for admission to the integrated Ph. D programme shall be as under: 

Candidate must have secured not less than 55% of marks at Masters Level in the concerned subject/allied subject from a recognized University. 

	Eligibility for Part-time registration:

The following categories of candidates shall be eligible for admission to the Integrated Ph.D programme on part-time basis:

i) Teachers of University of Kashmir with two years service on substantive basis and permanent scientists of nationally recognized institutions with four years experience on substantive basis.

ii) College teachers/ other employees of the universities/ nationally recognized educational and research institutions with at least four years service on substantive basis State/Central employees with at least 7 years service on substantive basis. Provided further that this category of the teachers/employees shall have to qualify the requisite entrance test.

Provided further that the candidates falling in clause (i) and (ii) of statute 7 should have obtained not less than 55% marks at the PG level in the subject/allied subject in which he or she is otherwise eligible to pursue research. 

Entrance Test Criteria: 

The question paper of two hours duration in each subject shall comprise following two parts. 

i. Part I shall consist of 60 Multiple Choice Questions. All the 60 questions shall have to be attempted. 

ii. Part II shall consist of six descriptive type questions of 10 marks each out which four questions shall have to be attempted. 

Further Part (I) shall carry 60 marks and Part (II) shall carry 40 marks. 




The admission will be made through Entrance Test and only those candidates who secure 50% or above marks should be declared qualified. The candidates whose 4th semester LL.M result is awaited can also apply however their final selection is subject to the qualification of LL.M Degree.
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
